'It's worth it...'? 

Daniel our curate writes: 
Just over 50 years ago, five men were killed in the jungles of South America. 
They had gone there to tell the notoriously hostile Auca tribe about Jesus. 
 

One of those men, Jim Elliot, was just 29, and his story is told in Through 
Gates of Splendour, a book written a year later by his widow. His death was 
not surprising. For over a hundred years, rubber-hunters had exploited the 
natives, who responded by increasing violence. By the time of Jim Elliot and 
his friends, the Aucas were a very dangerous tribe to contact. 
 

But Jim Elliot thought it was worth it. He had written in his diary: “He is no 
fool who gives what he cannot keep to gain that 
which he cannot lose.” 
 

For Elliot, living to follow Jesus was a 
demanding and, in the end, deadly choice. 
 

For us it is difficult too; all followers of Jesus 
suffer, to different degrees.  
(2 Timothy 3:12) 
 

But Jim Elliot thought it was worth it, for the 
sake of all the riches God wants to give those 
who trust Jesus’ words – and they start now! 
 

As Elliot wrote: “Oh, the fullness, pleasure, 
sheer excitement of knowing God on earth!”
